1.  Competition includes 1st through 5th grades.

2. Posters must feature Smokey Bear or Woodsy Owl and must not feature both together. 
A poster may include just the head of Woodsy or Smokey. 
3. Smokey Bear posters must include Smokey's wildfire prevention message:    

Only you Can Prevent Wildfires!

     Woodsy Owl posters must include Woodsy's conservation message:

Lend a Hand, Care for the Land!

4. Smokey Bear and Woodsy Owl are official icons/mascots protected by law; the colors of their 
     clothing must to be accurate. Smokey must have blue pants and a tan hat. Woodsy must have green 
     pants, green hat with a red feather, and a white shirt. Check usda.gov for more details.
5.  Your poster must be 11 inches by 17 inches.

6.   Check your spelling. Posters with spelling errors will be disqualified.
7.  Posters are to be completed by individual student artists.  Only one artist per poster.

8.  Posters will be judged for originality, design, slogan, artwork, and overall effectiveness.
9.  Materials : 

a. Crayons, markers, poster paints, water colors, etc.

b. No 3D posters, computer scanned, or electronically generated images will be accepted!

c. Posters may include artwork pasted upon a second piece of paper. However, they must be flat.

       (don’t use dark marker which might bleed through).
